Overview

This second series of webinars in Global Health Policy will focus on the implementation of intersectoral and pro-
equity actions in primary health care PHC for the vulnerable population in the Globe and in Brazil, bringing
attention to policy and system relevant issues and dimensions shaping or challenging the implementation
process.

The implementation of Intersectoral pro-equity and pro-SDH (social determinants of health) actions in PHC
require a new type of involvement between health professionals, citizens/patients, managers and the
community/social movements, at the individual and systemic levels. The Implementation process can no longer
be understood from the perspective of the health unit/system or their actors alone, as it involves more diverse
and complex relations with other systems (social care in particularly), units and actors from society /policy,
including partnerships. Challenges can be summarized from the viewpoint of health and social care systems
and social actors/institutions involved, concerning, for instance, the development of new/revised forms of
relationships and organizations such as: engagement of health and social care professionals in interprofessional
and intersectoral collaboration; engagement of individuals, strengthening/building of institutional cooperation
and coordination and individual collaboration, organizations of social and health care services to vulnerable
populational groups, development of partnerships with community groups/ social movements or social partners.
The development of system integration, trust, responsiveness, resilience and strengthening would be required
as well.

It would also be important to better map and understand the needs of vulnerable groups and the way they relate

to PHC in an intersectoral manner. Example of relevant vulnerable groups are women suffering violence, women
and child, old, black and brown people, traditional groups (indigenous, Quilombo and other). And if those groups
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are dealing with both social critical and chronic health conditions (or in times of conflict, naturals events and/or
pandemic) the challenge can be exacerbated, as well as the need to implement complementary pro-SDH and
pro-equity actions that goes beyond the employment of medicine actions alone.

Those issues and dimensions bring both pro-equity actions and policy & system relevant challenges and
possibilities to the debate. They also put actors' (health professionals, society, health and social care systems)
knowledge, behaviour and motivations at the centre of the discussion. This series of webinars will discuss how
the implementation of intersectoral and pro-equity actions in PHC is taking and can take place, strengthening
health systems and affecting the health of vulnerable populational in diverse parts of the world and in Brazil in
specific. It is expected that the webinars will contribute to the current debate on the implementation of those
actions in PHC in Brazil and globally.

Visao Geral do Tema - Justificativa e Objetivo

Esta segunda série de webinarios sobre Politica Global de Saude se concentrara na implementagéo de agbes
intersetoriais e pro-equidade na Atengao Primaria a saude (APS) para a populagao vulneravel no mundo e no
Brasil, chamando a atencdo para questdes politicas e sistémicas que moldam ou desafiam o processo de
implementagao.

A implementacéo de agdes intersetoriais que visam abordar questdes de equidade e trazer os determinantes
sociais da saude (DSS) para a ateng¢ado primaria a saude (APS) exige um novo tipo de envolvimento entre
profissionais de saude, cidadaos/pacientes, gestores e comunidade/movimentos sociais, nos niveis individual
e sistémico. O processo de implementagdo ja ndo pode ser entendido apenas na perspectiva da
unidade/sistema de salde ou dos atores, uma vez que envolve relagdes mais diversas e complexas com outros
sistemas e atores da sociedade, da assisténcia social e parcerias. Os desafios podem ser resumidos na
perspectiva dos sistemas de saude e de assisténcia social e dos atores/instituicdes sociais. As questbes
desafiadoras dizem respeito, por exemplo, ao desenvolvimento de formas novas/revistas de relacionamentos
e organizacdes, tais como: envolvimento de profissionais de saude e assisténcia social na colaboragdo
interprofissional e intersetorial; organizacdes de servicos sociais e de cuidados de saude a populac¢des
vulneraveis e com parcerias com grupos comunitarios/movimentos sociais ou parceiros sociais, com o
envolvimento dos individuos, cooperagdao e coordenagédo institucional e colaboragdo individual. O
desenvolvimento de capacidades sistémicas como integragéo, confianca, capacidade de resposta, resiliéncia
e fortalecimento do sistema também seriam necessarios.

Ha também uma grande necessidade de mapear e compreender melhor as necessidades dos grupos
vulneraveis e a forma como se relacionam com a APS de uma forma intersetorial. O enfrentamento dos desafios
exige atencdo a grupos vulneraveisespecificos, como mulheres que sofrem violéncia, mulheres e criangas,
idosos, negros e pardos, grupos de povos tradicionais (indigenas, quilombos e outros). E se esses grupos
estiverem a lidar com condigbes de saude crdnicas e sociais criticas (ou em tempos de conflito e/ou pandemia),
o desafio pode ser exacerbado, bem como a necessidade de se implementar agdes complementares pr6-DSS
e pré-equidade que vao além apenas do emprego da medicina.

Estas questbes e dimensdes ndao s6 colocam as agbes pro-equidade no centro das preocupagdes de
implementagao na APS, mas também trazem desafios e possibilidades relevantes para politicas e sistemas,
trazendo instituicbes e atores - profissionais de saude, sociedade, saude e assisténcia social sistemas — para
a discussao. Esta série de webinarios discutira como esta ocorrendo a implementacao de agdes intersetoriais
e pré-equidade na APS e como elas tém afetado a saude de grupos populacionais vulneraveis em diversos
sistemas no mundo e no Brasil. Espera-se que os webinars contribuam para o debate atual sobre a
implementacao dessas agdes na APS no Brasil e globalmente.
